ITEM PREPARATION

Plastic 
Bottles

We accept ALL PLASTIC BOTTLES.  
Water, soda, condiment, liquor, shampoo, 
detergent, milk, juice & drink bottles. 
A bottle has a neck smaller than its base.  
Empty and clean. Leave lids on.

Small 
Plastic 

Tubs, Cups, 
Buckets

Non-bottle plastics #2,4,5.
Empty and clean. Leave lids on.

NO #1, #3, #6 or #7 non-bottle plastics such 
as clamshells or styrofoam.

Glass 
Bottles  
& Jars

Rinse clean & leave lids and labels on.

NO dishes, cookware, light bulbs, windows, 
mirror, Pyrex, drinking glasses or ceramics.

Aerosol 
Spray Cans Must be empty. DO NOT puncture or flatten.

Metal Cans
Aluminum and steel food and beverage 
cans. Empty and clean. Tuck lids inside and 
crimp. 

Aluminum Foil & trays. Must be clean and free of 
food.  Crumple foil if possible.

Mixed Paper

All clean, dry paper that tears: junk mail, 
office paper, paper bags, paper egg cartons, 
cereal boxes, frozen food boxes, paper towel 
tubes and other single-layer cardboard. 

No tissue, paper towels, Mylar, waxy, 
laminated, or shredded paper.*

Cartons & 
Drink Boxes

All flat-topped and gable-topped cartons 
for juice, milk, soup and other liquid foods.
Empty and clean. 

Printed 
Paper 

Publications 

All magazines, phone books, newspapers  
and inserts. Remove plastic bags or rubber 
bands. Keep clean and dry.

Corrugated
Cardboard

Corrugated cardboard is banned from the 
trash; it must be recycled.
In Carts: 
Empty, flatten and fold clean, dry cardboard.  
All pieces must fit loosely in cart.  
Items not in cart will not be collected. 
In Bins: 
Empty and flatten clean, dry cardboard.  
Place 3' x 3' pieces between, in or under 
bins. 10 piece limit unless it fits in your bin.

If you have a cart, use only 
that cart for recycling. 

Items outside the cart will 
not be collected.
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*Recycle shredded paper at Shred-a-thon events.
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Return Service  
Requested

This is your recycling schedule for July 2019 – June 2020. Keep this card for the next 12 months.
•	Have your cart or bins to the edge of the street before 7AM on your recycling day, bring in when empty. 

Keep 3-5 ft. from nearest cart, mailbox, tree or other stationary object.  Place carts so the lid opens 
towards the street.

•	For greater collection efficiency, put your cart out when AT LEAST half-full. 
•	If you are not recycling at the curb but need a cart or bins to get started, contact our office. We offer one 

Blue 95 gallon Roll Cart OR two Orange Bins per household in unincorporated Orange County.
•	If you use a cart, set out ONLY the cart. Our drivers will not collect a cart AND bin from a single house.  
•	Recycle ONLY clean, dry materials. Keep food & liquids out. 
•	Recycle ONLY the items listed on the other side of this card. REMEMBER: No plastic bags or film, 

clothes, garden hoses, hangers or other "tanglers."  NO styrofoam or other trash. 
•	Last year over 14% of what was collected was not recyclable, but had to be landfilled.
