Sobhan & Archana Nandi did not appear before the Board to appeal the value of property described as
111 Carriage Circle, Chapel Hill. The current Orange County assessed value of the property is $295,400. A
list of evidence follows:
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The appellant is requesting that the value be lowered to $246,000 based upon a September 2017
appraisal for that amount.

Jimmy Milliken represented the County and stated that he made a site visit to the property, and based
upon the visit, he recommended changing the physical condition from good to average and changing the

quality grade from B-10 to C+10. The recommended changes would reduce the valuation of the property
to $275,400.

The Board reviewed all documents and information provided by the appellant and the County. After
deliberation and review, Mr. Morgan made a motion to accept the County’s recommendation to change
the grade/condition from B-10/ good to C+10/ average, which will result in a new value of $275,400.
Ms. Levine seconded the motion and the motion carried.

Reynolds and Sally lvins appeared before the Board to request a compromise of taxes related to
discovery bills for property described as 1707 North Greensboro Street, Carrboro. A list of evidence
follows:
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The appellants are requesting a compromise of taxes related to discovery bills for a 625 square foot
addition constructed to their home in 1996. The addition was brought to the attention of the Tax Office
recently when the lvins renovated their kitchen floor and an appraiser came by to check on the
renovation. The appraiser realized that the County did not have the addition on the County record.

Mr. Roger Gunn stated that the improvement was missed at the time of the construction. Mr. Gunn
stated that the law requires that the Tax Office discover the value of the property for the current year
and up to five prior tax years and include a discovery penalty for each applicable tax year. Mr. Gunn
noted that the appellant is asking for compromise of both the taxes attributable to the addition and the
discovery penalties. Mr. Gunn noted that in 2015 the tax office sent out a letter asking for homeowners
to check online to see if the physical data on record was correct.

Ms. lvins responded that she did not know that the addition had not been added to the county record,
and she noted that the wording on the annual listing form states to list changes in the last year. Ms. Ivins
mentioned that the addition in question is at the rear of their home and therefore is not visible from the
road.

At Ms. Morrissette’s request, Mr. Gunn provided an explanation of how the permitting process works,
and also stated that Chapel Hill does not have records as far back as 1996 so it was not possible to verify
if the permit was issued for the work done in 1996.
